Addressing the Board of Trustees

1.
Individuals wishing to speak to the Board at a special meeting of the Board of Trustees regarding item(s) on the agenda must complete an information card with name, address, name of organization (if applicable) and the topic or item on which comment is to be made.  

2.
The card to speak concerning an item on the special meeting agenda must be submitted to the recording secretary at the meeting before the Board reaches that specific item on the agenda.

3.
Five minutes is allotted to each speaker per topic.  If there are more than four speakers on any topic or item, the Board reserves the option of limiting the time for each speaker.  A speaker’s time may not be transferred to another speaker.
